The Glasgow-based independent
bottler Douglas Laing & Co. Ltd.
has been responsible for quite a

number of releases from the ‘lost’
Lowland distillery of Rosebank,

and this one was distilled during
January 1990 and bottled in April
2012. The nose is pleasingly floral

and fragrant, light and gently
honeyed, with a suggestion of
barley in the background. The
palate features spicy, sweet
orange, herbs, and a slightly

contrasting note of citrus fruit.
Spices persist into the warming,

lightly-oaked finish. £135
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
