The original Singleton, seemingly
discarded as a single malt, rides
back defiantly with this bottling.
The start shows cherrystone, but
there’s an immediate deepening

into mature notes of roasted
chestnut, varnish, and sweet
leather, but always sufficient

caramel sweetness to balance.
The palate starts sweetly and any

grip is dissolved with a drop of
water, which also extends what

otherwise is a quick fade. Old yes,
oak yes, but layered and good.
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
