is. The creosote, damp
outbuilding, and oily rope nose is
distinctive and strong, the peat
pronounced in the taste, though
gooseberry, green melon, and a
trace of kumquat are also in the
mix, and there's pepper in there
too. But ultimately the peat holds

out and brings up the finish.
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
