Milk chocolate, vanilla,
melon, and grapefruit on the nose,
with burgeoning dry sherry and
fruitcake. The palate is rich and
well rounded, with cinnamon and
ginger, almonds, orange
marmalade, sweeter sherry, and
caramel.
