bottles. Uncompromising dark
sherry and treacle notes on the

fruity nose, along with gunpowder
tea. Big, old sherry notes on the
full palate, with raisins, sultanas,
and a sprinkling of black pepper.
Fruity, notably spicy, and not too
drying for its age in a relatively

supple finish. £230
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
