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Brace yourself. This takes peat to
the extreme, conjuring up a moist,

chocolate slab of peat being cut
and lifted out of the bog. So

smoky, you will feel like you’re
breathing in the dense clouds

rising above the smoldering kilns.
A punchy thwack of peat at full
strength, and even if you cut it

with water, it only highlights salty
fishboxes and some buttery
caramels cowering from the

backdraft. A deliberately singular
character, but utterly brilliant

nonetheless. £46
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
