Rouge Syrah wine casks. Bright
notes of red raspberry, rhubarb,

currant, plum, and (not
surprisingly) grape, with

background notes of vanilla and
caramel. I find the syrah notes

entertaining on the nose, but too
dominant on the palate for

balance. The fruit becomes waxy
and hides a lot of Bruichladdich

subtle complexities. (Bottled
exclusively for The Party Source.)
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
