the feel. This is slicker, lighter,
slippery, and the finish has a

softness to it, almost plushy. The
oak seems lost (for an 11 year

old), and that lets the sweetness
dominate. It’s like a toy breed; it

yips, when it should bark and
growl. I think oats are too soft for
