old expressions are initially
available in ten markets, Including
the UK, U.S., and Canada. Richer

and more complex than its
younger sibling, with waxy peel,
glacé cherries, sherry, sultanas,
and custard. Silky smooth in the
mouth, with marshmallows, milk
chocolate, medium-sweet sherry,
and stem ginger. Tingling spices

allied to darkening chocolate and a
touch of smoke in the medium to
long finish. Finally, a fat, buttery

note.
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
