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Up close, this displays more sherry
and dried fruits, particularly
raisins, currants, and sultanas,
with a deep strawberry note and
dollop of marmalade. Quite
pungent, and that resonates
rewardingly at the back of the
throat. The juicy mandarin flavor
has some tartness, but then
there’s cake mix, gingersnaps,
clove, and toasted spices, though
it gravitates back to the
marmalade. The finish has dry,
bitter orange, ginger, and spice,
with a hint of lime zest. Confident
and characterful.
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
