This is the sixth—and
oldest—limited annual release of
Loch Gorm, distilled in 2009 and
aged in oloroso sherry butts. The
nose is earthy, with raisins, dry

spices, smoldering peat, and a not
unpleasing hint of rubber. The

palate is lively with spices, sherry,
cherries, and iodine-soaked peats.
Aniseed, sweet sherried peat, and

tingling spices in the medium-
length finish. (13,500 bottles)
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
