with reddish hues suggests. I
really enjoy how this whisky tastes

on the palate-it’s rich and silky
with notes of fruitcake, toffee,

maple, orange chocolate truffle,
cinnamon, and nutmeg. You’ll find
the same notes on the nose, but
there are also elements-cloying
fruit, perfume, and a peculiar

fleshy component-which detract
from an otherwise lovely whisky.
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
