down the spices, it shows its hand
with sweet vanilla, cereal notes,

flapjacks, and almond paste on the
palate. The finish has toasted oats,

golden syrup, and spiciness.
Decent whisky, though the

sweetness is pegged back, and the
other Strathcolm grains show

greater personality.
