Generous and complex on all
fronts: The nose is rich with

marzipan, sweet oranges, milk
chocolate, pistachio ice cream,

and shortbread, while the palate
leans more toward savory flavors
of toasted nuts, dark chocolate,

But it retains the rich sweetness of

its namesake, with marmalade,
figs, and warming ginger and

nutmeg. Like the best desserts,
the lengthy finish leaves one

wanting more—and with so much
to unpack here, that’s a wonderful

thing.
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
