The owners of Bunnahabhain are
making a peated version of this

Bottle. But they have not yet put
out, as a regular item, a peated
expression of Bunnahabhain for
purchase. However, some of the
independent bottlers got their

hands on some, and this might be
the first one to be offered in the

U.S. It’s what you would expect a 9
year old peated Bunnahabhain to
taste like: toffee, vanilla fudge,
and nuts (the Bunny signature),
kiln peat smoke, and a bit too

much youthfulness. It needs a few
more years to mature to

acceptable levels. (Bottled for
